A small town girl from Tarrytown, New York, Carolyn Jones graduated from Stanford University with distinction and received her LL.B. from Yale Law School.  She practiced law for 31 years; was an Assistant Attorney General for the State of Alaska Attorney General’s Office for 23 years and a supervising attorney in the office during the last seven years before her retirement in 1998.

Trustee Jones joined the Rotary Club of Anchorage East in 1987.  From 1997-1998, she was the governor of R.I. District 5010.  Her past Rotary activities include: President’s Representative to Districts in Italy, Canada, Slovakia and the USA; District and regional leadership and training, Rotary Regional Foundation Coordinator and Chair of the 2004 Zone 22 Rotary Institute.  On 1 July 2005, she began a four-year term as a Trustee on the Board of Directors of the Rotary Foundation.
