GREETINGS FROM THE CARRIBEAN!

We can not thank all of you enough for your thoughts & prayers. Quintana Roo & the Yucatan really took this
storm seriously & alerts went out very quickly to the population to get ready. Homes & businesses began boarding up,
tourists were told to leave the area & the animals were just so weird. They sensed something coming. We stayed
posted via the internet until our internet provider pulled the plug when he felt he needed to take down his antennas.
Then, we were thankful we had our Ipads & could at least search on that. So, we also were ready as you know — house
boarded, suitcases packed, generator by the door with gas & coolers ready to pack up our freezer & refrigerator. We
were headed to Maggi & Marcos’s house to wait it out there, but thankfully awoke the next morning to the sun peaking
through, winds diminishing & only scattered rains. We have, however, had the remnants of Tropical Storm Rina until
yesterday.

Because of the weather & also because it was Dias de las Muertos (Day of
the Dead), we took off on Saturday morning to drive to Merida for a few days. We
escaped the rain, actually had cooler temps in Merida (Merida is a lovely city, but
boy can it be hot & humid) with soft breezes & only an occasional quick drizzle.
We stopped at our usual place in Vallolodid for breakfast at the hotel & then drove
into Merida. (it takes about 3 hours) Checked into Fiesta Americana, a wonderful
hotel with such great amenities & after a lunch buffet nearby, met up with Igor &
Norma downtown in the Centro for their festivities. Each year, local villages come
into the Centro & build palapa covered small houses & construct the traditional
altar for Day of the Dead. On the altar are placed photos of loved ones that have
died, pan Muerto (special bread for Day of the Dead), other foods & special items
tied to the relative, flowers & candles. These are placed all around the square &
there are vendors selling Mayan foods & handicrafts. In addition, there are Katrinas. Katrinas are the
elaborately dressed skeletons that are larger than life & will perform when you put money in their con-
tainer. Then, they go silent until the next coin................ Really quite cool! Both Les & are really into
the Katrinas & love photographing them.

Norma & Igor & the 2 of us plus Pamela (Norma’s eldest) really enjoyed the festivities &
foods & then went to dinner together before the parade began. We had a wonderful dinner at
this peaceful restaurant off the square in a separate dining room off a garden — just us.... It was
really nice. We went back to the square & could hear the parade coming — playing the music of
a funeral procession, people play the parts of every aspect of society that has died — rich, poor,
alcoholics, prostitutes, abusive, kind, etc.............. the parade starts with many men carrying
caskets & the spirits appear — both good & evil & are dressed obvi-

ously in black or white to denote the side they are coming from. Society

marches in & the spirits dance in & out of them. Katrinas & other spiritual fig-

ures also march & fireworks go off. It is festive & the crowds get into the

street in front of them to take pictures & cheer. It ends in the town Square or

Centro for more food & festivities in front of the cathedral where a stage is set

up. It was fantastic. Igor had to play tackle almost to keep others from get-

ting in front of Les as he was trying to take these photos. But the spirit of town is felt, everyone is having

a great time & despite crowds of people, you don't feel threatened. People are courteous, friendly &
love that others are joining in their traditions.

Day of the Dead actually goes on for several days as there is a

Day for Adults, a Day for Kids, a day for more of our Halloween & the kids

are out of school for a week. So, the kids here don’t dress up only 1 night,

but many & when they come do their “Trick or Treat” (imagine us trying to

explain that to our Mexican friends), people give them money, not candy.

You see some giving candy as they have adopted the “gringo tradition” ,
but you see kids parading up & down the main street, going into restaurants & businesses & holding out
their bags or pumpkins. You can be eating at a restaurant & the kids come in — they do accept “no gra-
cias” when you don't give them something but it is quite interesting to watch them hit business after
business. And, their costumes are so elaborate. Most our hand made as material stores are still a big
item here. And, every block has at least 2-3 costume shops on them where you can rent a costume.
Marcos & Maggi’s daughter-in-law has such a shop & we went to visit her to see what they are like.
There is usually a sewing machine in the store & you can have things made & so many masks you can
rent. Plus, WalMart, Sam’s, Costco & other stores sell costumes.




Altars are set up in most people’s houses to honor their dead relatives. You see them out on their patios, in
their inner courtyards & in most businesses are small ones. Favorite items of their relatives are placed on the altars with
the photos, flowers & foods. And, they stay up the entire week. Most families will also prepare special foods tradition-
ally served for Day of the Dead (in Mayan culture). Moc bi pollo is one such — it is a corn crust covering completely a
filling of chicken, pork, tomatoes, beans, onions & many seasonings that are then cooked in banana leaves. ltis like a
hard lasagna which is really tasty & then they make a salad of sweet & sour fruits with chili powder. All of this we had at
Igor’s parents & his mother tells me that it takes an entire day to make this dish..............

Then, family members go to the cemetery to honor their relatives by cleaning up the grave site,
putting flowers, food & pictures on it. Igor took us to the really huge Merida ceme-
tery & we were struck by how some were so clean & cared for & others, beautiful
things, were vandalized or rotting from neglect. You can tell they were once special
places, elaborate, expensive & well thought out. Unlike our head stones, they are

beautiful pieces of art work that have been commissioned by a

stone mason & they are all above ground as flooding is too com-

mon. We wandered through the cemetery reading the sayings, ad-

miring the love behind many of these & feeling sorrow for those no

longer cared for. It was quite overcast that day & some sprinkles so it

was a bit gloomy but still beautiful in another way. | loved so many of the stone or
granite carvings that graced the graves & loved so many of the angels that had been carved, giving a feel-
ing of peace & comfort. Flowers for the grave are such a tradition that many vendors set up stands at all
sides of the cemetery to sell fresh flowers & there are other vendors selling food as people may be

there quite awhile.

We went out with Igor, Norma, all of their daughters, one boyfriend (of one of the girls) & Igor’s sister to a great
Italian restaurant & had “black spaghetti” — it was delicious. What a fun evening as we shared wood fired oven pizza,
pasta & great desserts, sitting outside & watching people go by. Igor took us to an architect friend’s house that he re-
cently restored — | am really into House Hunters International & have seen some episodes in Merida where old homes
have been bought & redone. This guy did a really good job — their houses all have inner courtyards for breezes &
greenery & the rooms are many times built around them. Or, the garden & courtyard are in the back with a pool. The
ceilings are really high to give you coolness along with the thick concrete or stone walls. 1told Igor next trip, he needs to

Our last day, we went back to Igor’s parents to say our goodbyes & of course, were given food to bring back
with us. Our car was already laden down with purchases because | always use this time & Merida’s low prices to do
much of my Christmas shopping. The vendors love me as | negotiate (or barter & | am good at it!) to buy 16-20 of
something for my office staff. One vendor told Igor that he had made his day’s wages from me & guessed they he really
could close up! Guess | am good for the economy, right?! But, it is fun, they enjoy it, | enjoy it & | get hand made items
that my employees love.

So, we are back in Tankah, at our Casa Morada enjoying the sun & breezes for another couple of weeks before
we need to come back. Rotary was last night & they inducted a new member. And, discussed their projects for the
year. They are delivering towels on Friday to the local prison & if | can swing it, will try & go with them. All of this will be
another “Greetings from the Carribean!”

For now, take care. Again, thanks for all of the good thoughts & we miss you.
