WHAT SHOULD YOUR DISTRICT BE DOING THIS MONTH? ¢ January

DDF Planning

If you have not already done so, pilot district officers should begin making decisions about the use of their District
Designated Fund (DDF) in 2010-11. Throughout the pilot, districts may request a portion of their DDF to support
annual, short-term Rotary Foundation District Grant activities and to fund Rotary Foundation Global Grant projects.
Pilot districts may also continue to make DDF donations toward PolioPlus and the Rotary Centers for International
Studies and may make direct DDF donations to other pilot and nonpilot districts.

Each district's 2010-11 DDF represents 50 percent of the district's donations to the Annual Programs Fund during the
2007-08 Rotary year. The DDF account may also contain unused DDF from previous years. Districts may request an
updated SHAREeport detailing their available DDF at any time, either from SHARBEystem Senior Coordinator Steve
Lyons or from their designated Future Vision grant coordinator.

As mentioned above, one option for using DDF during the pilot is global grants. Pilot districts may fund global grants
using both cash and DDF. Cash contributions are matched at 50 percent, and DDF contributions receive a 100 percent
match from the World Fund. The minimum award amount for global grants is US$15,000, for a total minimum project

cost of $30,000.
