Notes:   Obligations still to be paid out for Calgary Handibus  is $18,000 to complete our  two year commitment to purchase a bus making a total donation $80,000.  An application is in for approval with Community Initiatives Program for $13,000. We have $5,000 from a Grant received from Rotary District  5360.  Payment to be made no later than December 31, 2011.
Scholarship Grant received in the amount of $1,000 and with matching funds of $1,000 we have established a Bursary with Alberta College of Art and Design for two students.  A second application has been made to the District for $1,000 with the intent of providing an annual bursary.
Application has been made to the District for It’s a Crime not to Read Program for $2,500 and together with club funds of $3,500 we will be able to sponsor two schools for this program.
Other sources of Income:  Community Spirit Program provided 90% of our Happy Sad/Sargeant at Arms and 50/50 funds in the amount $1,535.  This money was used to purchase a laptop and projector for our meetings. 
Janet Davies has contributed $2,400 by way of recording her volunteer hours with Rotary to her employer “Nexen” and they have donated $2,000 to the club and they matched a $200 cash donation made by her.    These funds were used to purchase items for the Art Auction which in turn raised more funds for the club.  
Calgary Rotary Foundation provided a payment in the amount of $1,773.  Our CRF  received a $25,000 grant which has been distributed to the clubs that participate.  Sarcee received  $2,000.  The $1,773 distribution is a combination of Income and Gain Distribution.  Of note, Sarcee now has a voting member on the Board of the CRF. (Dennis Ekvall).  Our balance as of Feb 28, 2011 is $10,354.
