In the United States, our educational system is important to the success of our personal lives, com-
munities and that of our nation. Imagine for a moment how different our lives might be without the
advantage of an education. We would not be able to read safety signs, fill out insurance forms, drive
a car, read voting materials, vote, work or even shop for food without the fear of being taken advan-
tage of by those that were able to read and write.

i HE Take rural Cambodia for instance. This under-developed country has a
“‘,llll"; literacy rate of approximately 55%. This means that 45 people out of 100
Py el | cannot read, write or do math to a functional level. Today, 25% of
{ ] women aged 45 years or older have never even attended school one day

in their lives.

When the Rotary Club of Crested Butte, heard of an educationally un-
derserved population in Kep, near the Cambodia-Vietnamese border, Ro-
tarians rallied to support the area through a small literacy project. The club provided printed non-
formal education materials for the women students; supplied with books, Rotary dictionaries and
magazines for the community Cambodian-English library; and an after-school reading program was

started for the children.

One success story was reported from a woman who had regularly been cheated at the market. After
attending class and learning her numbers she was now able to buy food for her family at the correct

prices and thus helped i mprove her family0Qj§

¢ Be creative with your community service projects. Try at least one new project every
year, and make sure it is meeting an important local need.
