Three youths have been sent 
to Rotary Youth Leadership 
Award (RYLA) program each 
year.  Three thousand dollars 
was given to two graduating 
seniors and the scholarship 
foundation at Iowa Park Con-
solidated Independent School 
District.  The club also honors 
a ñTeacher of the Yearò with a 
plaque and cash contribution 
for class room supplies.  For 
the younger students, the 
club provides ñ4 Way Testò 
coloring books and dictionar-
ies.  

The club received a Matching 

Grant to assist with the Meals 
on Wheels program, which is 
provided by The Friendly 
Door, the local senior citizens 
center.  The club also helps, 
year round, with volunteers 
who deliver the meals to area 
senior citizens.  

The new year began with the 
club presenting seven new 
Paul Harris Fellows to club 
members making this the 
second time the Rotary Club 
of Iowa Park has attained the 
coveted ñ100% Paul Harris 
Fellowsò mark.  The first time 
was in July 1999 when the 
club received the Paul Harris 
Fellow banner.  The Rotary 
Club of Iowa Park is a club 
that is proud of its history and 
is off to an excellent start to 
its thirty - fifth year.

The Grapevine Rotary Club has a long and 
successful history of fund - raiser projects to 
fund our Scholarship Program benefiting 
local high school seniors.   

For many years, the club hosted an annual 
golf tournament.  However, other groups 
were having golf tournaments and it became 
increasingly difficult to get corporate spon-
sors to help underwrite the costs.  The same 

local merchants are constantly called upon 
for donations for auction items and door 
prizes. So we decided to think outside the 
box.  

In 2007 as fund raising committee chair, I 
recommended we change our project to a 
raffle.   

We decided to raffle a brand new Corvette.  
Potentially, we could make more money 
than we had on our golf tournaments and, 
get more club members to participate in.  

We needed to find venues with large num-

bers of people where we could sell tickets.  
Working with the local Convention and Visi-
tors Bureau we were able to partner with 
the City and the local Heritage Foundation 
Board as well as GRACE (Grapevine Relief 
and Community Exchange) as beneficiaries 
of the proceeds.   

The CVB sponsors and hosts two annual city
-wide festivals each year and we chose the 
ñMain Street Daysò as our focal point for 
displaying the Corvette and sell tickets to 

thousands of people in a 3 -day period.  We 
also held the actual drawing on the large 
sound stage on the last day of the festival 
saving us the planning and coordination as 
well as major expense of an event to have 
our raffle drawing.  

Tickets were $100 each or 6 for $500.  As 
an incentive for each 15 tickets sold by a 
member, they received a ñfreeò ticket in the 
drawing.  This proved to be a great sales 
technique.   

A ñsales letterò about the raffle and all the 

great projects we were supporting was sent 
to colleagues, family and friends.  All club 
members has to do was insert their own 
name and forward it to their own distribu-
tion lists.  This was a very easy and suc-
cessful way to sell tickets.  We set up an 
account to accept credit cards which signifi-

cantly increased our sales.  

We had to sell enough tickets to pay for the 
Corvette ($40,000).  Any revenue above that 
was pure profit.  The Club would receive 
70% of all net proceeds and the Grapevine 
Heritage Foundation and GRACE would re-
ceive 15% each.  The first year we netted 
over $40,000 after paying for the car!  Ap-
proximately $28,000 went to our scholarship 

fund and $6,000 each to GRACE and the 
Grapevine Heritage Foundation.  

In 2008 we raffled off the winnerôs choice of 
a new Corvette or a new Hummer.  But, we 
decided not to have incentive sales opportu-
nities for club members and this proved to 
hurt our overall sales.  This coupled with the 
economy made the second raffle more diffi-
cult.  Our profits decreased significantly.  

In 2009 we again thought outside the box 
and decided to raffle a choice of ñdream 
tripsò.  We worked with ñWinSpireò a com-

pany that provides trips to non -profit groups 
at a greatly reduced price helped arrange 3 
different trips. We could appeal to a wide 
audience.  

The first was a ñChoose your Championshipò 
trip to almost any major sporting event in 
the US (including First Class airfare for 2 and 
hotel accommodations).  

The second trip was ñHistoric Washington, 
DCò, for 4 people with coach airfare and ho-
tel accommodations and a unique guided 

tour of Washington with a noted Historian.   

The third trip was ñHarrodôs Londonò, for 2 
with coach airfare and hotel accommodations 
with a $1000 gift card to Harrodôs depart-
ment store.  

Tickets were $50 each or 3 for $100.   We 
reinstated the sales incentives to our club.  
Additionally, the Rotarian who sold the most 
tickets won a free cruise for 2 (donated by 
Holland America). The Rotarian who sold the 
winning ticket in each raffle was given a 
$100 gift card to a local restaurant.  

The club was divided into teams. At our 
weekly luncheons the teams had to give a 
sales report. This was a great way to get 
club participation and a fun way to create
