classification, unless the club has m

ore than 50

bers, in w

hich case, the club m
ay elect a

person to active m
em

bership in a classification
so long as it w

ill not result in the classification
m

aking up m
ore than 10%

 of the club’s active
m

em
bership. R

etired m
em

bers require a 
classification but are not included in a club’s
total num

ber for each classification.

e are not eligible for active m

bership
under the classification of such office, except
persons elected or appointed to the judiciary or
educational offices.

Standard Procedure
T

he prospective m
em

ber’s nam

to the board of directors.

T
he board ensures that the person is fully

qualified and approves or disapproves the 
proposal w

ithin 30 days. T
he proposer is noti-

fied of the decision by the club secretary.

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 U

ntil approval is granted, prospec-
tive m

em
bers should not be inform

ed that they
have been proposed for m

em
bership.

A
fter approval has been announced, the

prospective m
em

ber is fully inform
ed of privi-

leges, expectations and responsibilities of club
m

em
bership. H

e or she is then asked to com
-

plete the proposal form
 and give w

ritten per-
m

ission to publish his or her nam
e and pro-

posed classification to the club m
em

bership.

If no objections to the proposal are received
w

ithin seven days follow
ing the publication of

the nam
e, that person, upon paym

ent of an
adm

ission fee, is a new
 R

otarian.
