1. Background –

a. History of the Foundation  - 1917 Arch C Klumph - $26.50

b. Why we contribute -  service organization,  donate time, talents, and treasures, puts financial muscle behind commitment to make the world a better place  

c. Charity of choice - One of the largest and most prestigious international fellowship programs in the world – rated 4 stars

d. Humanitarian needs are growing faster than membership – 2.8 billion people are poor (less than $1 a week), 13 million go to bed hungry, 1.2 billion lack access to clean water, 3.5 million die from unclean water -40% of them children

e. Unique ‘Share’ system – 100% of contributions are used for Humanitarian programs - invest for three years, then 50% to DDF and 50% to the World Fund   (describe each) 

2. The Impact of our contributions –

a. What is the value of the life of a child?  Can you contribute $2 a week, $100 a year to save the life of a child?   

b. What $100 can do – give examples 

c. What $1000 can do – give examples 

d. If every Rotarian contributes $100 a year, RI could DOUBLE its support of programs

e. If you can’t contribute $100, do what you can.   The foundation started with $26.50 and if every Rotarian gave $26.50 MORE than they did last year, RI would have an additional $31 million.

f. Goal is to have every Rotarian donate something! 

g. Be creative – give examples, ask for suggestions -  club match, special collections at club, collect your change at the end of day and contribute  what is collected,etc 

3. Programs and Ways of Giving – 

a. Programs – 

i. Annual Giving – Every Rotarian Every Year  - Support Rotary TODAY

ii. Permanent Fund – Secure Rotary for TOMORROW  -  leave your legacy    

iii. Restricted Funds – primary example is PolioPlus

iv. Disaster Recovery Fund – tied to a specific disaster

v. Approved Foundation Grants – tied to a specific grant project

b. Ways of giving – 

i. Online through Member Access on RI
 website 

ii. Personal check sent to RI, use form online (or forms with me) 

iii. TRF Direct – electronic fund transfer – for EREY or PolioPlus – (I have forms with me) 

iv. Club collects from members, then sends check using Multiple Donor form 

v. Contribute as a Benefactor or through a Bequest, designating the foundation in your estate planning, will, etc. 

vi. Donate in honor or memory of another by making a gift for a loved one.  Use the ‘Memorial of Tribute Gift form’ online. 

vii. Donate  tangible personal property, jewelry, real estate, securities, etc – possibly avoid capital gains tax and possibly receive charitable tax deduction – consult your advisors and contact the Gift Administration Dept at RI 

viii. RI Credit card – founded in September 2000, to date the Rotary foundation has received $7 million, including $2 million for PolioPlus – available in about a dozen countries, a percentage of purchases is donated to RI Foundation 

4. Levels of Recognition

a. Paul Harris Fellow – at the $1000 level 

b. Paul Harris Sustaining Member – personally contribute $100 or more each year to the Annual Programs Fund 

c. Paul Harris Society - $1000 or more each year, a district recognition 

d. Benefactor – either an outright donation of $1000 to the Permanent Fund, or informing RI that a provision has been made in their estate for $1000 to the Permanent Fund 

e. Bequest Society – couples or individuals who have made a commitment in their estate of $10,000 or more to the Foundation  

f. Major Donor – individual or couple whose combined personal giving has reach $10,000 

g. Arch C Klumph Society – donors who contribute $250,000 or more 

5. WHAT DO GIVERS GAIN? 

a. We might gain monetarily i.e. through avoiding capital gains tax or charitable tax deductions

b. Recognition of our peers – pins, certificates,   thanks

c. More importantly, we gain  the knowledge that because of our contributions there are children who didn’t die because they now have clean water, and children who are going to school because we’ve provided the opportunity,  men and women are able to provide for their families because we have helped them with crops, livestock, sewing machines or cycle shops,

d. As Rotarians, it is our duty, our responsibility, and our honor to support our foundation.  And what a great feeling it is to go to sleep at night knowing that there are happy, healthy, educated children in the world because of OUR gift to the Rotary Foundation.  On behalf of all those children – Thank you !

IDS orphans in Thailand 

93 loans to 23 women to initiate income-generating activities to support their families in the Philippines

Desks for a community school in the Solomon Islands

Educational material for 150 elementary students in Costa Rica

A solar pump for seven hand-dug wells

Latrines for a school

Funds to sponsor a one-day health clinic

Handwashing  stations for eight schools
