 In October, 2001, the Professional Workshop and Social Information Center (CAPROFORS), a Regional Technical School, located in Mirebalais, Haiti, began offering classes in a leased building. The school is sponsored by the Association of Collaborators for the Promotion of Cooperative and Community Organizations (ASCOPECB), which is similar to an American Economic Development Corporation

For the spring 2011 school year, approximately 783 students were enrolled in various programs and classes including; Nursing, Medical Laboratory training, Accounting, Plumbing, Electricity and Agriculture.

THE COUNTRY
Haiti is located a little over 600 miles Southeast of Key West, Florida and it is smaller in area then Maryland. Haiti has a mostly mountainous land mass of 10,714 sq. miles with a population of over 8 million. In comparison, Wisconsin has 56,066 sq. miles of fertile land supporting a population of about 5.5 million. 

Haiti is the most impoverished country in the Western hemisphere.  Unemployment rates vary between 53 and 80%  throughout the country. Illiteracy is 60 to 80 %. Life expectancy is about 53 years and infant mortality is the highest in the hemisphere. Organized social services and medical care are almost non-existent for the poor, which is most of the population. Water is not drinkable and sanitation is mostly open sewers.


There is no public safety net for the poor in Haiti. Much of health care and education is sponsored partially by foreigners, ie: churches, service clubs, labor unions and other non-profit organizations. The U.N., and the governments of the United States, Canada and France are the primary financial supporters of governmental operating units.

In January, 2005 the ground breaking for the construction of the new campus occurred. Construction is primarily funded by Rotary Clubs and The Rotary Foundation.

In 2006 the first floor of the first building and generator shelter, water system and latrine were started.  By May of 2007 the interior and exterior walls of the classroom building had been finished.  Electricity was brought in and a back up generator had been installed as well as the windows and some finish flooring. In 2008 work continued on the water tower and finishing the interior. A container of desks, computers, cabinets, chairs and other school equipment was delivered in the Spring. The Medical technology lab room was completed in the Spring of 2010.
A second classroom building was built by the school in 2007 and another classroom building has just been built..
