Lake Country Rotary--Delinquent Member Accounts Policy
Dues and lunch fees are delinquent if they are not paid within sixty (60) days following submission of an invoice and the member may be charged 1.5% interest per month on all delinquent amounts.
Members with delinquent accounts older than 90 days will be contacted by the Treasurer or other Board member advising that they must pay their delinquent accounts in full within (7) days from the date of contact.  
Any member whose account is delinquent for a period of one-hundred twenty (120) days from and after the billing date will be contacted personally by his or her sponsor, who shall report to the Treasurer the result of such personal contact.  If payment is not received within a reasonable period of time after such contact from a sponsor, or, if the sponsor fails to make said contact in a reasonable period of time after requested, the member shall be notified by the Treasurer or other Board member to appear before the board and provide an explanation for Boards review.
If payment is not received within a reasonable time after sponsor contact, the member’s name may be posted at club meetings on or around the check in table.  Sergeants at arms, board members, and staff of the facility where lunch is held will be instructed to deny the member credit at club meetings.  Members may continue to have lunch and attend club meetings but must pay for each lunch prior to eating with cash or check.  Prior to a member’s name being posted or denial of credit, notice will be given to the member.
On any member’s delinquency, the Board may, by majority vote, agree to make special provisions or exceptions in the Board’s discretion consistent with the four-way test.  Members will generally not be granted a leave of absence if an outstanding balance exists on said member’s account.
