Westphal, General Manager of The 

Muskegon Chronicle.  Steve’s message 

was about the significant changes 

which the Chronicle has made and the 

manner by which it will be distributed 

to its readers. 

   The Muskegon Chronicle is an 

institution unto itself.   It has been in 

business for over 150 years and has 

survived numerous changes in style 

and production.  The move to a 

technological nation has forced 

publishers to look for new and 

innovative ways to remain in business 

and keep the public informed. 

   According to Steve’s data, 50% of 

all adults read newspapers, 76% on 

line and 47% from a mobile platform.  

The speed of the moving technology is 

illustrated by a claim from Apple that 

it will sell 48 million IPads this year. 

   Chronicle management and those at 

newspapers comprising the MLive 

network have been watching the 

growth of technology implications and 

have stepped up to meet it head on.  

Although the Chronicle had a good 

year in 2011, it still needs to deal with 

the future of newspaper reporting with 

a keen eye towards it readers. 

   Beginning February 2, the Chronicle 

will be making a change from seven- 

day-a-week delivery to three days a 

week: Tuesday, Thursday and Sunday.

   Utilizing the new name of eReplica 

and a tag line that states:  ñYour local 

paper isnôt going anywhere.  Itôs 
going everywhere.ò, the Chronicle 

will be available to its many readers 

via sign-in on your computer, or 

mobile to www.mlive.com/ereplica. 

The seven-day eReplica of The 

Muskegon Chronicle will be included 

with every home-delivery subscription 

and is an exact digital copy, page for 

page, of the newspaper available on 

your PC, Laptop, mobile or tablet.  

   There is no special software needed  

to view the eReplica, just your usual 

Internet connection and online browser 

(Safari ,Outlook, Firefox, etc.) But you 

will need a username and a password. 

This is emailed to you when you 

subscribe.  

   Go to www.mlive.com/ereplica to 

subscribe. Click on The Muskegon 

Chronicle under eReplica Newspapers. 

You can also go to 

www.muskegonchronicle.com/subscri

ptions to learn about all of the online 

products including an eNewsletter that 

is e-mailed daily. 

   Click on The Muskegon Chronicle 

on www.Mlive.com under the MLive 

logo. When the next window comes 

up, scroll down to the bottom and click 

where it says: “Click here to join our 

free reader e-mail service and 

find out ahead of time about 

news and events important to 

you.” 

   Steve assured us that the 

reporters we have grown to 

know and respect will still be 

reporting. They may be on-site 

of an event and electronically 

submit their story via wireless 

technology.  News will be 

more “instant” and available 

shortly after a story is 

breaking.  

   A concern was expressed 

about the “senior” readers and 

those not eager to move away 

from printed versions.  Steve 

stated that the planning has already 

taken that into account.  Chronicle 

staff  members have been working 

with nursing homes and other agencies 

that serve a senior population not 

comfortable with the electronic nation.   

However, it should be known that 

many seniors are already online and 

ready to accept this change.  

   Times are changing and in order to 

keep pace with readers’ expectations, 

the Chronicle changes will likely 

ensure that it will be our source of 

news for another 150 years, at least. 

   Yes, the changes are dramatic and 

sweeping.  Steve emphasized that the 

Mlive Media Group approach is 

innovative rather than reactive.  They 

have structured the changes to provide 

an additional level of content that is 

“Where You Want It; How You Want 

it.” As Steve put it, “Your local 

newspaper isn’t going anywhere!  It’s 

going everywhere!”
