Cory grew up, a kid “from the
projects,” with a burning desire
to help other people. But it was
to be a long and difficult road
ahead, helped out by his
basketball talent. Overall, he
played 11 years, college and
professional, and learned first-
hand that professional sports
wages, however large, usually
don’t determine a person’s
success later in life.

He titled his talk “The Power
of Great Expectations Versus Just
Hope,” but he couldn’t begin
before extolling the virtues of
Muskegon, especially the
previous evening’'s swim in Lake
Michigan. The experience is
nothing like Atlanta in summer,
he said. He also commented on
Rotary, and how he plans to be
further involved with his local
club one day soon.

Cory is an ordained minister
and executive life coach for
athletes. According to Cory, the
vast majority (68-71%) of
professional athletes are broke a
few years after their playing days
are over. He himself went
through a rough period,
becoming a 27-year-old divorced
father of four, three of whom
were daughters. It caused him to
search his soul, asking, “What do
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| do now? It took him awhile to
figure that out, but figure it out,
he did.

Cory told his story about
being selected by the Seattle
Supersonics in the"2round (2§’
overall) of the 1984 NBA Dratft,
getting the big contract and all
kinds of goodies and, not soon
after, wondering, “Is this all there
is?”
