District Simplified Grants (DSG) are available from District 6310 for short term humanitarian projects that benefit the community. DSG projects may be international or within the United States. The funds for DSGs are District Designated Funds – a return of your contributions to the Rotary Foundation Annual Fund.

District 6310 will accept applications at any time. The District Foundation Committee meets every other month and considers pending applications at each meeting. The District may partially fund a request and provide additional funds later in the year.

When awarding grants to clubs, the District will consider additionally the following:  whether the club has received a DSG this year or last year and the contributions of the club and its members to the Annual Fund of the Rotary Foundation.

Program Criteria

Requests for District Simplified Grant Awards from the District must meet the following criteria:
1. Projects that receive DSG funds must be of a short-term nature with the expectation that they will be completed within one year of payment. A final report is due within two months of a project’s completion.
2. The minimum grant that a club can apply for depends on the number of members in the applying club. The maximum grant is $2,000. The grant will pay no more than 50% of the total project costs. The minimum grant schedule is as follows:
1. For clubs with up to 50 members the minimum grant that can be requested is $250 with a maximum of $2,000.
1. For clubs with 51 to 100 members the minimum grant that can be requested is $750 with a maximum of $2,000.
1. For clubs with more than 100 members the minimum grant that can be requested is $1,000 with a maximum of $2,000.
3. Projects must by Rotary-sponsored and publicly identified as such.
4. Projects must not fund existing projects or activities primarily sponsored by another organization or fund operating expenses of another organization.
5. Projects must not involve liability on the part of Rotary International, District or its Foundation except to provide the amount of the grant.
6. Projects must not involve the establishment of a permanent foundation, trust, or permanent interest-bearing account.
7. Projects must not directly benefit a Rotarian; an employee of a club, district, or other Rotary entity or of Rotary International; or a spouse, lineal descendent, spouse of a lineal descendant, or an ancestor of any living Rotarian or Rotary employee.

Grant funds cannot be used as follows:

1. For travel, salaries, stipends, honorariums, or other administrative or overhead costs.
2. For the purchase of land and buildings. If the grant depends upon the construction of a building, the construction must be funded by additional (that is, non-matched) club/district funds or funded by a cooperating organization.
3. For construction of any structure in which individuals live, work, or engage in any gainful activity such as buildings, containers, and mobile homes or structures where individuals carry out any type of activity including manufacturing, processing, maintenance, and/or storage. Construction of infrastructure such as service roads, wells, reservoirs, dams, bridges, latrines, toilet blocks, and water supplies and other similar structures is acceptable.
4. For renovation of structures, including the provision of new services or upgrade of utilities (e.g., electrical & plumbing) in which individuals live, work or engage in any gainful activity such as buildings, containers, and mobile homes or structures where individuals carry out any type of activity including manufacturing, processing, maintenance, and/or storage.

5. To reimburse applicants for projects already initiated or completed.

6. For post-secondary education activities, research, or personal or professional development.
7. For excessive support of any one beneficiary, cooperating organization, or project.
8. To fund ongoing projects of a Rotary Club or District. This does not prevent the replication of successful projects that will benefit additional communities.
9. For international travel expenses of any kind except where expressly permitted.
Stewardship of District Simplified Grant funds

District Simplified Grant Awardees agree to:
1. Assure competent and thorough oversight of the project with clear delineation of responsibility.
1. Use grant funds only for eligible purposes as outlined in the grant application. Funds expended on unapproved or ineligible items and/or for unapproved or ineligible purposes must be refunded to the district.
1. Conduct all financial transactions and project activity relating to the grant at least at the level of standard business practices. This requires maintaining regular accounts of all transactions, retaining original receipts and invoices for a minimum of three years, and  if applicable, establishing an inventory system for the control of equipment purchased with grant funds.
1. Exercise the highest attention to the prevention of even the appearance that the grant funds are being used in an improper manner. Such attention is expected to go beyond that afforded to the use of private or corporate funds.
1. Report immediately any irregularity in grant related activity to the DSG Grants Committee Chair.
1. Return any unused funds and/or interest earned at the completion of the project to the District.

Use of Rotary Name and Emblem
Guidelines on the use of the “Rotary” name and emblem are RI policy. When naming your DSG funded project and in any literature developed the following rules must be followed:
Rotary name:
1. Any use of the “Rotary” name without a further qualifier, such as the name of a Rotary club or a Rotary district, refers to the international association, RI.
1. Project names or programs not under the exclusive control of RI, when using the name “Rotary,” must include the name of the participating Rotary club(s) or district(s) and should not use the name “International.
1. If using the words “Rotary” and “Foundation,” these words must not appear together, but must be separated by additional identifying information, such as the name of the participating Rotary club(s) or district(s).
Rotary Emblem:
1. The Rotary Emblem, like the Rotary name, represents the international association, RI
1. Whenever the Rotary Emblem is used for a project, program or activity not under the exclusive control of RI, the name of the participating club(s) or district(s) should also be used in addition to the emblem; should appear directly adjacent to the emblem; and be of a size of equal prominence to the emblem.
1. Any reproduction of the Rotary Emblem must meet RI’s proper emblem specifications.
1. Camera-ready art can be obtained through your Club and District officers.
1. No alterations, modifications or obstructions of the Rotary Emblem are permitted. The emblem must be faithfully reproduced and always appear in its entirety.
1. The RI Bylaws discourage any joint use of the RI Emblem with the emblem or logo of another organization. The use of such name, emblem, badge or other insignia in combination with any other name or emblem is not recognized by RI.
