Dear Oktoberfest Participant,

Welcome to Boardman Rotary's 33rd Annual Oktoberfest. This letter is to be used for entry into 
the Boardman Park on October 3, 2009. Your space number is located on the address side of this 
letter. Listed below are the basic guidelines to follow for participation in the Oktoberfest:

•	 Gate opens at 12 noon Friday and 7:00 a.m. on Saturday morning for exhibitor set-up.

•	 Only one car is permitted in the Park for each space. On Sunday morning, you will 
receive a parking ticket at the Southern Blvd. gate. This ticket must be  
attached to the driver's side of the windshield with the name and address facing  
upward for entrance into the Park. You will not be permitted into the Park without  
the ticket. Additional cars will be required to park off-site on Sunday; or purchase  
additional parking tickets.

•	 Please use the Southern Blvd. entrance. Approach the entrance from the south (Western Re-
serve Rd.). No left turn will be permitted into the Park from Southern Blvd.

•	 Shuttle buses will be available after 8:00 a.m. for additional parking at Southwoods Commons/
The Heart Center.

•	 Set-up is available on Friday between the hours of 12:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m., and Saturday 
between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10 a.m.  You must enter from Southern Blvd. The route 224 
entrance will be closed on Saturday and Sunday.

•	 Saturday set-up is for display material only. We cannot guarantee security in the Park for mate-
rials left overnight. All materials that are left in the Park overnight are done so at the exhibitors' 
risk. Vendors are not permitted to stay in the exhibit area after 8:00 p.m. Saturday.

Loading or unloading at the front gate will not be permitted 
due to traffic congestion and safety.

Oktoberfest 2009 - Vendor Parking
Vendor parking for the Oktoberfest will be similar to last year. We will again this year have avail-
able a larger lot close to the display area with access to and from the event.

We will begin parking vehicles Friday afternoon and release them on Sunday evening on a first 
in - first out basis. This is being done in an effort to eliminate the line up to re-enter the Park at the 
close of the event.

Oktoberfest 2009 - Vendor Parking
OVERNIGHT PARKING - Friday, October 2 through Sunday, October 4
If you require overnight parking, a parking permit is required and can be obtained through Boardman Rotary after 
2 P.M. Friday, October 2, 2009. After 8 P.M. Friday, the parking lot will be cleared and locked down. All overnight 
vehicles must remain in place until 5 p.m. Sunday Night – NO EXCEPTIONS!

FRIDAY SET-UP - Friday, October 2nd
If your booth is completely set-up and you do not need your vehicle in the Park on Sunday morning, when you arrive 
on Sunday you will be directed into the parking area without having to go through the midway. This will eliminate the 
need for you to drive through the entire Park only to enter the parking lot.  The earlier you arrive on Sunday morning, 
the better placement you will have in the parking lot for departure on Sunday evening.

SATURDAY SET-UP - Saturday, October 3rd
The Park entrance will open at 7:00 a.m. on Saturday morning to begin processing vehicles for set-up or parking. If 
you require booth set-up on Saturday, October 3rd, you will be directed into the Park to unload and then move your 
vehicle into the parking area. Please remember that all vehicles must be out of the Park prior to 10:00 a.m.

In all cases, parking this year will be first in – first out. Vendors will be parked to facilitate departure Sunday night. 
The earlier you arrive to park, the closer you will be to the front of the line to leave Sunday evening.

EARLY VEHICLE DEPARTURES 
If your vehicle must leave the park, after you have set-up or if you must depart during the day after it has been parked, 
please understand that we cannot place it back into the position it vacated. An overflow lot will be available to accom-
modate such instances, however the primary parking lot will re-enter the park first on Sunday evening for tear down. 
Vehicles arriving after the start of the Oktoberfest will also be parked in the overflow area.

This is a similar procedure that was used in 2008 to help eliminate long lines and waiting. Comments from  last year 
were favorable, and we hope to be more efficient this year.

Looking forward to seeing you for the 2009 Oktoberfest, and thanking you for all of your past support.
