g. Promote the project in the local media.

2. Policies 
● Projects must be initiated by the Rotary Club making the application.

● Grant funds cannot be used for:

a. construction or renovation of buildings;

b. salaries, stipends, or honorariums;

c. operating expenses of another organization;

d. personal or professional development.

3. Guidelines

a. The DSG Sub-Committee will award Grants on a first-come-first-served basis. The

Committee Chair will receive applications starting July 1, 2011 pending the availability of 
funds. Grant award reimbursement will be provided upon the submission of complete and 
final project report. 

b. Incomplete applications will be returned to the Club and may or may not be

considered depending on availability of funds.

c. The DSG Committee will review a Club's application only if that Club's District 7010
and Rotary International dues are current.
d. The DSG Committee will review a Club's application only if that Club doesn’t have an 
outstanding final report either with the District or TRF.
d. The DSG Committee will award the Grants based on project merit.
