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Review of Rotary Year 2009 - 2010:
· Final 2009-2010 District Contribution Numbers are in:

Total giving for 2009-2010 has again hit a record level at $383,139 USD.  Again demonstrating the charity of Rotarians in D7040.  This giving level includes increased giving to Polio Eradication, $91,214.    Since December 1, 2007 thru June 2010, our total district contribution to the Polio Challenge is $168,789.  Unfortunately, giving to the Annual Programs Fund fell short of the goal of $100 per member.  The total contribution was $156,225 USD or $76 per member. 
· Twelve (12)  district clubs have received District Simplified Grants, for projects including, support of local food kitchen and Boys and Girls Club, veterinary outreach, equipment for autistic children, community literacy programs, supplies in Guatemala, food in Kenya, healthy cooking in El Salvador, and park benches. We are currently trying to close out these projects and reporting to The Rotary Foundation.
· The TRF Trustees announced that our 2008-2009 World Peace Candidate, Ryan Rowe, sponsored by the Rotary Club of Montreal-Lakeshore.  We are currently waiting on the status of our 2009-2010 candidate, Gilles-Philippe Pagé, sponsored by the Montreal Ville-Marie Rotary Club.
· Jessica Munna, sponsor by the Rotary Club of Alexandria Bay was selected for our 2009-2010 Ambassadorial Scholarship.
· Despite the lack of TRF Matching Grants budget funds, 9 projects from the district were approved and have been funded.  Our record giving level reflects the additional funding from clubs to fund these projects in addition to the $80,839 of DDF.
What is new for Rotary Year 2010-2011:
· Final Share Account numbers have been provided by TRF for this Rotary Year.  Our Share of 2007-08 contributions was $101,444 plus $5,963 in Permanent Fund earnings and $7,181 of DDF Carryover from last year for a total DDF of $114,588.  Expenditures for this year include $20,289 for District Simplified Grants, $25,000 for an Ambassadorial Scholarship leaving $69,299 for Matching Grants.  
· At their April meeting, The Rotary Foundation Trustees approved a Matching Grants World Fund budget of US$21.5 million for 2010-11. This amount represents an 82 percent increase over the previous year’s available World Fund for Matching Grants and because funds for the 100 Future Vision pilot districts were budgeted separately for the coming year, one of the largest World Fund budgets in Matching Grants history. For the prior Rotary year, the Trustees had originally budgeted US$9.5 million World Fund for Matching Grants, a figure which was later increased by $2.3 million due to previously committed but ultimately unused World Fund awards. The $21.5 million figure for 2010-11 does not include World Fund budgeted for Group Study Exchange and 3-H Grant awards, programs that are only available to districts not in the Future Vision pilot. The Trustees approved a Rotary Foundation Global Grants World Fund budget of $8 million for Future Vision pilot districts starting with the 2010-11 program year. 
· To date I am aware of 3 possible Matching Grant requests (no applications yet) and one DSG Application.  Matching Grant Applications forwarded to the District Grants Chair, PDG Bette Miller and Foundation Chair, deadline end of March.  The deadline for DSG is the end of September with applications to be forwarded to the Foundation Chair.

· Call for the 2012-2013 Ambassadorial Scholarship and World Peace Fellowships applications coming soon.  

· The GSE Team Leader to Brazil, April 17, 2011, has been selected, Gilles Renaud, Cornwall Sunrise.  Applications for Team members are due October 1, with interviews currently scheduled for October 16th. 
· Current giving (September 12) is going well.  To date  $67,332 ( includes $55,800 cdn  from Montreal Convention HOC) have been given to the Annual Program Fund and $3,740 to Polio.  
Support Your Rotary Foundation:
· Your District Foundation Chair finds it difficult to advise Rotary Clubs and members on how to allocate hard to come by funds in this economy.  Whether it be the effects of global warming or just Mother Nature’s extremes, each year there are disasters which call for us to act.  We also are asked not to forget Polio Eradication and the needs in our own communities.  I would advise however that in your budget planning you put money aside for each (community, disaster relief and the long range programs of the Foundation).  Remember that disaster program like Shelterbox or the current Rotary Pakistan Disaster Recovery  Fund or Matching Grant projects or Polio do not count toward the DDF which is returned to the district for Ambassadorial Scholarships or District Simplified Grants or the Districts share in Matching Grants.  So in your Club and personal budgeting don’t forget the Annual Programs Fund.

· Every Rotarian Every Year:  Make the Foundation one of your charities.  Support the Annual Programs Fund with a contribution of $100.  Canadian Rotarians visit www.trfcanada.org .  The end of the tax year is coming soon. Use member access at www.rotary.org and donate online.

· Don’t forget the Foundation’s Permanent Fund.  Remember the Foundation when developing your estate planning, become a Benefactor or a Bequest Society Member.

· Your help is needed.  Do you have ideas on how the district can get more support for the Foundation throughout the District?  Do you have any ideas about District-wide or regional fundraisers?  Would you like to sponsor a regional Foundation Walk?  Contact your District Foundation Chair.
· Your help is needed.  More help is needed on the Foundation Committee.  We still need an Alumni sub-chair and help in fundraising for the Annual Program Fund, Permanent Fund and Polio In Ontario, Quebec, and New York.  The responsibilities under the Future Visions Plan in Rotary Year 2013-14 will require a much larger committee to administer  the District and Global programs. World Peace Fellows: 

There are 482 peace fellows that have reported their current position to The Rotary Foundation (out of 517 total alumni) or 93%.

Of these 482 peace fellows:

· 156 work for NGOs or other peace-related organizations (32%)

· 95 work for a government agency (20%)

· 64 are pursuing additional advanced degrees in peace-related fields (13%)

· 39 are teachers/professors (8%)

· 31 work in research or academic support positions (6%)

· 26 work for United Nations agencies (5%)

· 11 are journalists (2%)

· 10 are lawyers or work in a law-related field (2%)

· 9 work for the World Bank (2%)

· 23 defy easy categorization; these include: bankers, human resource professionals, and business owners (5%)

· 18 reported they are actively looking for work in the field (4%)

Projects needing Support:
Sustainable Rural Villages Program - Ashanti Region, Ghana
Completion of the construction of a health clinic in the village of Krakrosua represents the final phase of the current program to help rural villages become sustainable.  Although construction is not eligible for TRF funding, completion of this clinic is key to assisting Krakrosua and its neighbouring villages (population 9 -10,000 approximately) to improve their management of infant and maternal health care; farm accidents; malaria; Buruli ulcer and other diseases. Krakrosua is the most depressed of the four communities included in this 3-H program.

The clinic was originally planned to be very small and only provide midwifery facilities, however, it quickly became obvious to the community and our partner Rotarians that this would not be adequate and that a larger facility would also serve several nearby communities. Currently, the regional health service clinic is more than an hour’s travel on extremely poor roads is the source of any health care. The village is now served only by a midwife who is handicapped by a lack of specialized training and very limited equipment. Upon completion, the regional health services will assume the responsibilities of ownership including the provision of staff. Plans are being made to use this clinic to provide both emergency health care and the necessary training and moonitoring needed to eliminate Buruli ulcer and combat malaria and HIV/AIDS.

Currently the clinic is approximately 75-80% complete. It will cost an estimated $20,000 to complete the facility which still requires completion of electrical wiring; indoor plumbing to provide running water for use by medical staff; a ceiling; permanent easy to clean floor; painting; a small handicap access ramp and establishment of over night accommodation for a health care worker.

The building is secure and currently has the following essentials:- a well and submersible pump; elevated polytank (gravity feed to clinic); generator (no rural electrification for this area in foreseeable future); community latrine; basic furniture for staff and patient use. There is one health care worker from the community in training and a second is being sought.  There is an active water and sanitation committee
