Kathrin Delutis, Executive Director with Habitatrfelumanity Halton, has been with the
organization for four years and decided that theas more that needed to be done to assist peopl
living in poverty.

The ReNew It Program is a pilot project that thgamization hopes to launch across Canada. This
program is a home preservation program focuseti@setlow income families who own their own
home. The project focuses on doing necessary eegad renovations to enable the homeowners t
remain in their homes and reclaim their homes pittle and dignity.

The repair work is done by volunteers working akidg the partner families, and is partially
funded through donations from companies, churcesjce clubs and individuals. Habitat for
Humanity offers an interest free loan to familiesbover the cost of the repair at a rate that is
affordable but a repayment schedule that doesutdive the repairs.

The organization is looking for 10 families wittetfollowing criteria:

Residents of Halton for at least 2 years

Owns and resides in the home requiring the repair

Meets the income guidelines as set out by the agaon
Mortgage payments & debt load less than 40% ofrimeco
Discharged from bankruptcy at least 3 years paagplication
Willing to work with Habitat

Habitat for Humanity hopes to assist 100 familiesaieen now and 2013 while still continuing
with their core building program.
