Uganda - RF MGs

1. MG to drill two new wells and repair three in the Displaced Peoples' Camps of No. Uganda. Facilitated an Italian non-profit well drilling company to drill and additional well (at an elementary school) and repair a fourth well.

2. Applied for MG to provide a water well to Mbabaali School for AIDS Orphans, Kampala, Uganda.

3. Due to problems with international host, the MG did not succeed, but BCR provided school supplies, $$  for food and other material assistance.

4. MG to provide three water tanks and latrines to elementary schools in the Rakai area. Provided water filtration system for springs for the village of Jjongoza.

5. MG to fund and ongoing coffee growing project for the village of Jjongoza. In the process worked with the international contact to establish Rotary Community Corp in the village, who oversees the projects. Village farmers took extension courses and have since trained 450 other coffee farmers in the District.

6. MG to supply six water tanks, to two elementary schools and a health center in Kashaka, Uganda, located in southwestern Uganda.

Non-Grant Projects

1. Member of BCR established a Sister Parish relationship between a local church and Kisubi, Uganda which has aided in providing seed money for all five Uganda grants.
