Every Rotary Club and separate Rotary 

501c3 Foundation is required to file with 

the IRS by November 15, 2009 for the fiscal 

year July 1, 2008 to June 30, 2009. 

If the organizationôs ñGross 

Receiptsò (the total amounts 

the organization received 

from all sources ïdues, 

meals, fines, fund raising, 

etc. - during its annual ac-

counting period, without
