 Congratulations on your 2007-2008 assignment with R.I. President Wilf Wilkinsen’s 
and his “Rotary Shares” Theme.  
 
 We concluded our year as we “Lead the Way”, and everyone who attended the Salt 
Lake City Convention with 2006-2007 President Bill Boyd truly experienced a fantastic 
week of exciting sessions, beautiful countryside, and memorable Plenary Sessions and 
sharings.  The Convention Center was enormous and well designed for the 17,000+ 
Rotarians in attendance.  Of course, the Mormon Tabernacle Choir and magnificent 
organ recitals were highlighted events as was the Rodeo.   
 
 The last Plenary session is the one I would like to share most with you as it was a 
culmination of a three year inter-related Resource group project, which came to fruition.  
It’s the story of a 21 year old (now 22) Turkish girl named Emine, who learned to read at 
the age of 17 via the Rotary Literacy CLE (Concentrated Language Encounter) Program.  
This project was sponsored by many Rotarians in groups throughout the world. However, 
this outcome was very special.  You see Emine was born armless, the 5th of ten children, in 
a village outside of Istanbul.  She attended the CLE program for three years and has 
become an exceptional reader.  To reemphasize her skills, I might add, until now she 
wrote with her feet.  She also eats and drinks using her feet.  Her story “DRIVEN” was 
written up in a July article of Rotarian magazine and was motivational for many, who 
wished for Emine to have a “Dream Come True” to one day received arms.  Fortunately 
for me, I had been World Coordinator for Literacy and now Health and Hunger and the 
interweaving of our goals became obvious.  A friend of mine drew up the specs and then 
through communicating and a visit to Turkey we were able to connect in our mission.  My 
Turkish Rotarian friends, Nuri and Rona Ozgur and Director Orscelik Balkan were 
fantastic in assisting with this mission and thus through their fellow Rotarians and 
medical professionals, they were able to help us realize Emine’s dream.  She presently has 
one electronic arm, (I’m pictured here shaking her hand) and one cosmetic arm.  I  
 



 
 
understand she’ll receive her second electronic arm after successful physical therapy 
enables her to use the one.  Isn’t this amazing? 
 
 Well, if you wonder about our accomplishments,  you would wonder no more if you 
had heard Emine in Salt Lake City.  She was eloquent!  She was the Keynote Speaker at 
the Wednesday, June 17th, 4th Plenary Session.  She addressed the 17,000+ in the audience, 
while dressed in Native Dress of her country, Turkey and carried a parasol in her new 
hand.  There wasn’t a dry eye in the convention.  Here we witnessed a Twenty-two year 
old young lady who is now “a teacher” of other women and children in Turkey, only five 
years after learning to read herself.  Our cup runneth over! 
 
 And now let us move on in our Rotary mission to “Make a Difference” wherever we 
can whether it be in our communities or internationally.  Whether the project be large or 
small.  One step at a time will enable us to share Rotary as Rotary Shares in many talents, 
energies and visions to make the world a better place for others less fortunate.  Only in 
this way can we play some small part toward World Peace and Understanding.  One 
major goal is to Eradicate Polio, and while leading this effort let’s also help with projects 
in process such as: 

�  Adopt-A-Village 
�  Malaria Nets - $10 Treated per  
�  Health Fairs 
�  NID days 
�  Immunization Programs 
�  Books (Literacy and Health) 
�  Water Purification (i.e. water, straws) $13 per 
 
I encourage every club and district to participate in a project.  Start small if you 

haven’t already become involved.  Our group will assist in facilitating your efforts.
