ShelterBox is responding to a second major natural disaster in a day and third in under a week.
Just hours after a tsunami, triggered by an earthquake, slammed into the Pacific Island, Samoa, a second earthquake struck

30 miles off the coast of Sumatra. The first reports from the region state that so far 75 are dead with thousands more trapped
and without shelter,

The earthquake has caused many buildings, including two hospitals to collapse with the coastal city of Padang, capital of the
Western Sumatra province, being one of the hardest hit regions.

ShelterBox Response Team (SRT) member Andy Holland, who is in Jakarta, Indonesia providing shelter to people who lost
their homes when a separate earthquake rocked Indonesia earlier this month, will now be travelling to Sumatra alongside 200
ShelterBoxes.

ShelterBox will be working with their Rotarian contacts in the area as well as Indonesian-based Jakarta Rescue, a humanitarian group who help deliver aid after natural disasters.
ShelterBox General Manager Lasse Petersen said: 'In all our history, we've never known a string of disasters hit so thick and so fast. Our thoughts are with everyone who has been affected

by these disasters and we're doing everything within our power to ensure aid reaches the people who need it.
'This is a huge challenge for us but one we're well equipped to deal with and one we're meeting head on. We always need help at times like this, be it a donation of time to come and help 

us pack boxes or a monetary donation to help us replenish our stocks. We're incredibly grateful for all the support we receive, no matter how big or how small.'
Eyewitness reports say the latest earthquake could be felt as far away as Malaysia and Singapore.

This week a succession of catastrophic large scale disasters hit the Pacific, leaving thousands without shelter. This series of unprecedented and devastating tsunamis, typhoons & earth

quakes hit the region leaving entire communities in need of help. Highly-trained ShelterBox Response Teams are on the ground in the Philippines, Samoa and Sumatra delivering vital

aid in the form of iconic, large green ShelterBoxes.

A ShelterBox team were immediately on the ground in Sumatra after the two earthquakes. The team were already in Jakarta where they had been delivering aid to close to 5,000 people

affected by the 8.3 magnitude earthquake that struck near Tasikmalaya, Indonesia in early September.

Without delay, they began the short trip from Jakarta to Sumatra as soon as the news of the latest devastating quake came through. 200 ShelterBoxes, which will provide emergency shelter

for up to 2,000 people, were also immediately sent to Sumatra from Jakarta. Each ShelterBox provides an extended family with emergency shelter in their hour of need. The boxes contain a

bespoke 10-man disaster relief tent, blankets, water purification equipment, cooking utensils, a stove, basic tool kit and other essential items.

Lizzy Treglown, aged 21 from Ashton, Cornwall, is one of ShelterBox’s youngest response team members and is currently in Manila, Philippines delivering aid to people in need of shelter

after Typhoon Ketsana. She said: ‘The conditions here are appalling, the evacuation centres are overflowing and it’s really tough. Much more rain is expected which is going to make things

even worse. ‘People are still smiling, gracious and hospitable despite the terrible situation. There’s a huge need for our ShelterBoxes and over the next few days we’ll continue to try and do

the most for the most.’ ShelterBox utilised all its global resources in responding to these disasters. After the news broke of the tsunami in Samoa, two ShelterBox Response Team members

from New Zealand were immediately en route to the islands as well as 100 ShelterBoxes being dispatched from pre-positioned stock in Melbourne, Australia.

ShelterBox Founder Tom Henderson said: ‘This has been one of ShelterBox's most challenging set of deployments to date and we are urgently appealing for donations to enable us to allevi-

ate the suffering of hundreds of thousands of people across the globe who have lost everything in the last week.

‘As ever we are humbled and amazed by the public’s generosity and compassion. We’ve been overwhelmed by the support we’ve received so far. We’re working flat out to ensure aid is deliv-

ered to people as quickly as possible and, rest assured, we won’t stop until the job is done.’
