ROTARY AND THE UNITED NATIONS

Rotary and the United Nations have a long history of working together and sharing similar visions for a more peaceful world.
In 1942, Rotary clubs from 21 nations organized a conference in London to develop a vision for advancing education, science, and culture after World War
II. That event was a precursor to UNESCO. In 1945, 49 Rotarians went to San Francisco to help draft the UN Charter. Rotary and the UN have been close
partners ever since, a relationship that’s apparent through PolioPlus and work with UN agencies.
Rotary currently holds the highest consultative status offered to a nongovernmental organization by the UN’s Economic and Social Council, which oversees
many specialized UN agencies. Rotary maintains and furthers its relationship with a number of UN bodies, programs, commissions, and agencies through
its representative network . This network consists of RI representatives to the United Nations and other organizations.

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MEMBERSHIP FACTS

When clubs are deemed to be practicing different versions of the rules, it is the responsibility of district leadership to educate and guide them into
compliance with current statutes. Assistant governors can be a real asset in this regard as they are closest to the clubs. Working with a club board
on the statutes is the first step. Handing them a copy of the Standard Rotary Club Constitution and having them review the relevant articles so they
can actually see it in print helps. This can certainly be a challenge because some clubs do not want to change. One can suggest that if they want the
rules changed to submit a proposal to the 2013 Council on Legislation through the district. (The deadline for proposals for the 2010 COL has passed.)
Until then, clubs are expected to work within the current rules

The current Membership Development Resource Guide (417 EN) says:

Types of Membership
Rotary International recognizes two types of members: active and honorary.

Active member — An active member of a club is a person who is elected to membership under a classification of business or profession
and has all the obligations, responsibilities, and privileges of membership as provided for in the Constitution and Bylaws of Rotary
International.

Honorary member — *An honorary member is a person who, by advancing Rotary ideals, is elected to membership in a club but does not
have the obligations, responsibilities, and privileges of active members. Honorary members are exempt from paying fees and dues and
cannot vote or hold office. The term of honorary membership is determined by the club board.

As of 1 July 2001, members formerly regarded as additional active, senior active, or past service members hecame active
members. This enactment also amended provisions in Rl constitutional documents about how many Rotarians may have the same
classification in one Rotary club. For more information, consult the Manual of Procedure or the Rl Web site at www.rotary.org.

Here is what Rotary’s Manual of Procedure says:

Active and Honorary Membership in Same Club
Holding active and honorary memberships simultaneously in the same club is not allowed. (RIB 4.040.; SRCC 7, 5) However, a person may
be an active member in one club and an honorary member in another club.

Honorary Membership

The procedure for electing honorary members is set forth in article 7, section

6 of the Standard Rotary Club Constitution. Clubs should guard the election to honorary membership as exclusively a distinction for
meritorious service in the furtherance of Rotary ideals and for permanent support of Rotary’s cause.

Honorary membership is the highest distinction that a club may bestow and should be conferred only in exceptional cases. (RGP 5.010.)

Honorary members are exempt from paying admission fees and dues, have no vote, and are not eligible to hold any office in the club. Such
members do not hold classifications but are entitled to attend all meetings and enjoy all the other privileges of the club. No honorary
member of a club is entitled to any rights or privileges in any other club, except for the right to visit other clubs without being the guest of a
Rotarian. (RIB 4.050.2.; SRCC 7, 6(b)) Individuals may hold honorary membership in more than one club. (SRCC 7, 6)

| do know that there are many clubs that use honorary status other than how it is intended, which is unfortunate. It should be a special status
conferred on a very special citizen.

So the “Rule of 85" is still appropriate to change the status of a member from “Active” to “Active-attendance exempt”. They continue to pay dues,
and continue to appear on the Semi-Annual Return as “Active” members, but their attendance at club meetings is not counted for the purpose of
monthly attendance figures.

Please note that a Rotarian must apply to the board for an attendance exemption under the Rule of 85. The board rules on whether or not to grant
the exemption. So the exemption is not automatic or assumed. The reason for this is that there needs to be some control over the number of
attendance-exempt members in a given club. If there are too many, then the club is going to have trouble keeping a pool of members who are
available to contribute time to activities, fundraisers, etc. and be there for most of the club meetings. In other words, the board should limit the
number of attendance-exempt members. Written application is made through the secretary who carries the request for the exemption to the board
for consideration.

Senior active" status was abolished as of the 2001 Council on Legislation. There should be no such status (or version of this status) in any Rotary
club. If there is, then the club is in violation of Rl's statutes. Yes, those that qualify for an attendance exemption under the "Rule of 85" must
continue to pay dues as they are considered as "active" members and not senior actives. Remember that attendance-exempt count neither for nor
against the weekly attendance percentage.

"Honorary" status is defined in the 2007 Manual of Procedure and this is the only definition that exists. Clubs should not be defining it differently and
it should not be a default status for Rotarians who cannot make weekly attendance. The latter group should simply be defined as "active - attendance
exempt."

Once a Rotarian becomes “Active-attendance exempt” they do have to give up their classification, so that a new member can take it up. The
classification of an “Active-attendance exempt” member is simply “Active-attendance exempt”.
