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Haiti government officials are estimating that as many as 200,000 people are dead and millions more

injured after the quake, the impoverished nation’s strongest in 200 years, crumbled government buildings,

hospitals, schools, and shantytowns. Most of the capital, Port-au-Prince, is in ruins. 

A ShelterBox response team of two U.S. Rotarians and one from the United Kingdom has already mobi-

lized and delivered 1,700 containers of supplies to the affected areas. Another 1,600 will be dispatched

from the U.K. to Port-au-Prince. Also, more than 100 Aquaboxes are being delivered to Haiti to provide

safe water. 

Why Shelterbox? ShelterBox instantly responds to earhquake, volcano, flood, hurricane, cyclone, or tsuna-

mi. In many cases “ShelterBoxes” have made the difference between life and death. Each “ShelterBox”

supplies an extended family of up to ten people with a tent and lifesaving equipment to use while displaced

or homeless. The contents are tailored depending on the nature and location of the disaster, with great care

taken sourcing every item to ensure it

is robust enough to be of lasting

value. Highly trained ShelterBox

Response Teams distribute boxes

on the ground, working closely with local organizations, international aid agencies and Rotary

clubs worldwide. ShelterBox was at the scene with 48 hours of the disaster making them one of

the first three responders to this disaster.

Each box costs $1,000 and has a number so you can follow on your computer where it travels.

Claude Surena, a member of the Rotary Club of Petion-Ville and president of the Haitian

Medical Asscociation, is sheltering more than 100 people in his damaged home in Port-au-

Prince. He is also leading the efforts of the 17 Haitian Rotary clubs to ensure that the ShelterBox

containers will be deployed effectively to the thousands left homeless. 

The Rotary Club of Curaçao, Netherlands Antilles, has committed US$50,000 to clubs in the

affected areas. 

"Rotarians are working hard and fast to get help to those in Haiti," says Past RI Director Barry

Rassin, of Nassau, Bahamas, who has previously coordinated relief efforts in the country. "We're

at the same time working on long-term efforts." 

More than $75,000 has been donated to District 7020 in the Caribbean, according to Past District Governor Dick McCombe. The district will be coordinating much of

the Rotarian relief effort through its Haiti Task Force, set up two years ago to administer all financial aid to the nation. 

A six-member team of Rotarians from District 5890 (Texas, USA) has reported in safe after landing in Haiti

for a humanitarian mission 45 minutes before the quake struck. They were scheduled to be there a week but

returned to Houston, Texas, on 15 January.  

Dawn Johnson, president of the Rotary Club of Verrettes, L'Artibonite, Haiti, says the infrastructure couldn't

handle a quake this massive. 

"The government is highly centralized in Port-au-Prince, which is now entombed in rubble," says Johnson,

who was in the U.S. while the quake struck. "The scale of this disaster is so huge. It is way beyond anything

Haiti has ever dealt with before." 

Johnson plans to return to Haiti at the end of the month. Her club is already working on getting clean water

to victims.  "I cringe a little at what I might see when I get back." 

RI President John Kenny and Rotary Foundation Trustee Chair Glenn E. Estess Sr. have sent a joint letter

conveying Rotary's condolences to victims of the quake and asking for more information on how Rotarians

can help. 

What can District 7910 Rotarians do?

Tell your friends and neighbors that Rotary makes sure the money donated gets to its destination with little or

no administrative fees.

Know that over 40 Rotary projects were in place BEFORE the earthquake helping people live better lives.

Give money so that the people will get the help they need over the next few months. Rotarians in Haiti will make

sure the money gets used appropriately and fill the needs that change over time.

Come to the benefit concert on February 27 at Dukakis Auditorium, Rte. 2A, Fitchburg. The tickets are $20 and the only cost is the use of the school. The Maverick

Street Band, a country music band, is performing for free to help the Haitians.

A meeting will be held on January 25, 2010 to decide how best to use the funds donated to District 7910. Those checks marked Shelterbox or other use will be honored.
