Results from the 2 for 1 Promotion during 24  -28 October 2011

Rotarians responded generously during 24-28 October 2011 when The Rotary Foundation
offered double Paul Harris Fellow recognition for online polio contributions of $100 or more
in observance of World Polio Day on 24 October. Contributions of more than
US$2,576,927 from 8,077 transactions were received during the 5 days of the promotion.
The average gift was US$319.

This was also the first promotion that allowed donors to contribute in currencies other than
US Dollars. We received contributions in the twelve Rotary supported currencies. Contri-
butions were received from 105 countries. The top 5 giving countries during the promotion
were United States, Brazil, Canada, Mexico, and the Philippines.

In addition to the financial benefits, over 3,153 Rotarians registered for the Member Ac-
cess Portal and provided a valid email address which will allow Rotary another method of
contacting our members. To encourage members to register for Member Access prior to
the start of the 2 for 1 promotion, those members who registered for Member Access be-
tween 14 September and 14 October were eligible to win 1000 extra Foundation recogni-
tion points. Nearly 4,500 Rotarians registered for Member Access during this time. The
winning Rotarian was from Nepal.
