Like any
business, RDU operates on a budget and, over time, it has to at
least break even on its operations. Any profit stays in the RDU
reserves. The Rotarian Life segment was introduced to broaden
the magazine’s appeal to both advertisers and Rotarians. Advertis-
ing revenue is an important part of RDU’s revenue stream and
helps to keep our subscriptions as low as possible

We may opt to receive the Rl publication, “The Rotarian”, but
you will see very few references to Australia there. Taking that
option diminishes the subscriber base for RDU, which directly
reduces its income, and at the same time reduces its appeal to
advertisers.

subscriptions and send one cheque to either party, then
expect them to sort it out.

History Corner: GSE - a great Rotary initiative

The Group Study Exchange (GSE) initiative
evolved after World War |1, during the
period of great Rotary expansion. The con-
cept of GSE grew out of a programme called
ROTA, the Rotary Overseas Travel Awards,
pioneered in New Zealand. Some Australian
clubs became involved and these early teams
consisting of a Rotarian as Leader and five or
six members, made visits first to the UK and
then other countries.

Under the umbrella of the Rotary Founda-
tion, the GSE programmes have enabled
hundreds of business and professional men
and women between the ages of 25 and 40,
to experience the “culture, customs, and
religious beliefs” of another country as a
means of advancing “International under-
standing, goodwill and peace.”

SA Rotary Clubs first became involved in
GSE programmes in the 1966/67 Rotary year
when the late Phil Kearns (Adelaide) was the
DG. A team led by Rotarian Jim Mellor
(Adelaide) a solicitor, went to New Mexico.
It is recorded that they had a memorable
“send off’ being farewelled by the Lord
Mayor of Adelaide at a Reception, as well as
by the State Governor, who received them
at Government House. A member of the
team was Dr Michael Guerin and it would be
good to know if he is still alive.

District Go s Newsletter

The second team to go on a
GSE was in the 1970/71 Rotary
year, when they went to Utah
and Idaho in the USA. A member of this
team, the Rev Dr Tony Nancarrow (RC
Adelaide) describes this as “the most forma-
tive experience” of his life.

At the time of going Tony was a member of
the RC Broken Hill, having only recently
transferred from Loxton where he joined
Rotary. They were away for eleven weeks.
Two other members of the team were Dean
Brown, later to be Premier of SA, and Neil
Andrew, who was to become Speaker of the
House of Representatives, Canberra. The
Rev Dr Tony has been back over 60 times,
such was the experience of the exchange, and
has remained a Rotarian and been President
of two clubs, Hyde Park and Adelaide.

Since those first two GSE teams, our District
has sent many teams to the four corners of
the Rotary world and in turn welcomed and
hosted teams from distant parts of Rotary
International.

This month we will greet the GSE team from
Brazil and thus continue the traditions that
were commenced some 40 years ago.

A Rotary partnership

In Australian Primary schools, | in 7 children
have mental health problems and only | in 4
will receive any form of help. Without help,
these children are at risk of developing
emotional and disruptive behavior problems
that may affect them for the rest of their
lives. In addition there are many cases where
parents will not acknowledge that a problem
exists.

After General Practitioners, the School
Teacher is the person most frequently
consulted by parents regarding children’s
emotional or behavior problems.

Every Rotary Club who supports the Austra-
lian Rotary Health Research Fund is helping
to address this situation. It is through the
Fund we have contributed $750,000 to
facilitate a program - Kids Matter, a national
mental health prevention and early interven-
tion initiative aimed at primary school aged
students and implemented through schools.
It builds on the work already being done in
schools to address the mental health of
students by providing additional help and
involves a whole-school approach as well as
parents, carers, families, and community
groups.

Kids Matter has been developed in collabo-
ration with Commonwealth Dept of Health
and Aging, beyond blue, Australian Psycho-
logical Society, Australian Principals Assoc
Professional Development Council and

) e
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supported by the Australian

Rotary Health Research Fund.

Over 100 schools are now involved in the
program and there are many positive reports
of how children are being helped. In addition
Rotary clubs have found many ways in which
to partner and work with these schools, value
adding to the program. Early intervention is
helping to reduce the burdens being carried
into later life.
